The Scientific Foundations minor focuses on the processes and
outcomes of scientific inquiry, including specific content knowledge

of multiple scientific fields. This is an interdisciplinary program
particularly appropriate for those beginning or completing pre=health
studies who are majoring in a field outside of specific science disciplines.
